New production of types 421 and 44 4  is being terminated. The future source of 
supply for both types w ill be reconditioned units from CE Workshops. This recon­
ditioning w ill be phased in the latter part of this year. Effective immediately, 
therefore, types 421 and 4 4 4  are on an "as available" status.

Although on an "as available" status, there are adequate returns of type 421  
Accounting Machines to support anticipated requirements. This change in pro­
duction status w ill provide fle x ib ility  in filling  Accounting Machine orders since 
CE Workshops w ill be able to produce type 4 4 4 ‘s from available type 4 2 1 's .

The new lease prices for installed and on-order customers w ill be effective December 1 , 1 9 6 6 ,  in accordance with the 
3-m onths1 advance notice provision of our Agreement for IBM Machine Service. Purchase prices covered by our Agree­
ment for Purchase of IBM Machines signed by the customer and received by IBM prior to September 1 , 1 9 6 6 , w ill'be  honored 
in accordance with the Agreement clause which relates to increase in established prices; i . e . ,  i f  September 1 , 1 9 6 6  fa lls  
w ithin twelve months of the scheduled shipping date, the previous price w ill apply; i f  not within twelve months of the sched­
uled shipping date, the new price w ill apply. New purchase orders, including purchase of installed un its, w ill be at the new 
prices. Maintenance prices on the above are not affected.

Although a 29 Model B (with le ft zero insertion feature) cannot be field converted to the corresponding Model A , customers 
with Model B ’s installed prior to December 1 , 1 9 6 6 , w ill be permitted to downgrade these units to the lower rental Model 
A . Installed Mode! B units cannot be field downgraded after December 1 , 1 9 6 6 . Downgrading w ill be accomplished by 
inactivating the le ft-zero-insertion function. In such cases, IBM reserves the right to substitute a Model A Unit when ava il­
able for the inactivated Model B Unit at no charge to the customer.

Rental or purchase customers with 29 Model B Units on order may convert to Model A , provided authorization is received at 
the plant 60  days prior to shipment.

A ll outstanding proposals affected by this announcement must be updated immediately to reflect the revised prices.

A ll affected customers with these machines installed or on order must be advised in writing on September 1 , 1 9 6 6 ,  of the price 
adjustments. A copy of the customer notification bulletin is attached to this letter.

Any government institutions which have a fiscal period contract with us is dependent on the specific terms of each contract 
relative to the rental increases. However, a customer notification must be sent by September 1 , 1 9 6 6 .

IBM 3 9 7 7  MODEMS

Revised sales manual pages for the IBM 3 9 7 7  modems are attached to this letter. They should c larify  any 
misunderstandings that may exist concerning this product.

The quality of data transmission depends on:

—  The quality of the modems used.
—  The quality of the communications channel; In the United States, telephone-line quality is graded.

Of the three available qualities —  4 A , 4B , and 4C - -  4C represents the highest quality. A 
modem is said to permit a given speed of transmission provided that the communication line is , for 
instance, of at least 4B quality.

Because World Trade telephone channels are not normally qualified in this manner, the 3 9 7 7  model 2 was 
developed and is now announced. It is designed to handle transmission speeds of up to 2 ,4 0 0  bauds w ith­
out further qualification of the communication line to be used.

The one quality that is at present considered as standard by PTT's in World Trade is equivalent to U .S . 4B . 
This is stated in a recommendation by the CCITT (Comite Consultatif International Telegraphique et Tele- 
phonique). In their recommendation M 89 , the CCITT specifies the equivalent .of U .S . 4B quality as a stand­
ard for international data transmission. As a standard for national data transmission, this quality may or may 
not be accepted by the PTT in your country. In many cases, the PTT's are able to deliver a better qualitythan 
the recommended 4 B . In other cases —  especially where multidrop circuits are concerned —  this quality may 
not be achievable.

In the attached revised sales manual pages , we have defined the quality of the 3 9 7 7  modem as a function of 
the quality of the line over which it  is to be used . Additional guidance in the termination of line quality and 
line testing policy and procedures are being prepared and w ill soon be published.

An extensive study and enhancement program for the 3 9 7 7  has led to the implementation of major engineering 
changes and, consequently, an appreciable improvement in the quality and performance of the 3 9 7 7  model 2 . 
The attached pages contain a more accurate and careful description of the 3 9 7 7  capabilities than was pre­
viously available.

Field Installation;

Those 3 9 7 7  model 2 modems that are now ip the field can be updated. The B ill of Material for field in ­
stallation w ill be available starting December 1 9 6 6  from the Montpellier plant. Field installation should 
be scheduled locally in accordance with CE procedures.
