And with the variety offont 
styles and the graphics capability available on the LN03, you get the flexibility of 
the frnest dot-matrix printer. All this adds up to the best that today's printing 
technologies have to offer with the silent advantage of nonimpact printing.

The LN03 is a tabletop, nonimpact, 
electronic page printer and controller 
employing electrophotographic 
imaging and xerographic printing. 
Designed with the demands of a busy 
office in mind, the LN03 provides cost­
effective, high-quality printing ser­
vices for small groups of users with 
printing needs of3,500 pages per 
month. Applications that require fast 
turn-around and letter quality-such 
as reports, internal documents, news­
letters, forms, labels, and statements­
are a perfect match for the LN03 
capabilities. And if you want to illus­
trate your reports, the LN03 can inte­
grate business graphics and text on a 
single page. Print your output on 
transparencies instead of paper and 
you have a set of overheads for busi­
ness presentations. 

The Laser Printing Process 
Because the laser printing process is 
nonimpact, the noise level is signifi­
cantly lower than impact printers­
less than 55 decibels. The printing is 
done by charging the print belt. Por­
tions of the charge are removed by the 
laser beam, leaving a latent charge 
image on the belt. The latent charged 
areas then attract a dry ink toner that 
is transferred to the paper. A heated 
roller fuses the image permanently to 
the paper. The result is a clear, crisp, 
300-by-300 dot-per-inch image reso­
lution, with each page always as sharp 
as the first. And you don't sacrifice 
speed for print quality. At eight pages 
per minute, the LN03 prints about 10 
times faster than many letter-quality 
printers . 
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Flexible Paper Handling 
The LN03 uses ordinary cut sheet paper 
eliminating the time-consuming job 
of bursting and trimming that you 
have with common fanfold or pinfeed 
type paper. The LN03's integral 250-
sheet paper cassette means you can 
run one or more large print jobs with­
out reloading paper, and the 250-sheet 
collated output means you don't have 
to spend time sorting pages when the 
job is done. The LN03 does it for you­
from printer to distribution in one step. 
The LN03 can accommodate both 
standard ANSI A and European A4 
paper in a variety of weights ranging 
from 16 to 24 pounds. The LN03 can 
also handle preprinted single-part 
forms, transparencies, and labels. 

Variety of Fonts 
Some typestyles are more appro­
priate for specific business applications 
than others. That's why the LN03 
printer offers such a wide variety. 
You can choose from a number of 
font packages designed for Digital 
by a leader in the typeface industry­
Compugraphic Corporation - for use 
in commercial, technical, scientific, 
and publishing applications. The LN03 
comes with three fonts including 

multinational as well as technical 
character sets. If you want to mix type 
styles and point sizes, the LN03 can 
print up to 24 fonts per page. 

To expand memory or add new fonts, 
there are two cartridge receptacles for 
inserting programmable RAM or pre­
coded ROM cartridges available from 
Digital. Using a software program 
such as DEcpage, font styles can also 
be downline loaded from the host 
system's font library. If you want a 
unique set of symbols and characters 
for your business use, Digital will cre­
ate customized logos and signatures 
for you as an extra service. 

Works in a N umber of 
Configurations 
The LN03 includes a standard serial 
Rs232 inerface that allows for easy 
connection to Digital's minicomputer 
and microcomputer systems. The 
LN03 offers an exceptionally low per­
user cost when bought as a shared 
output device for MicroPDP-ll or 
MicroVAX computers, or for a cluster 
of personal computers. The LN03 
works in a number of operating 
system environments including VMS, 
ULTRIX, RT-ll, Rsx-ll, and RSTS systems 
and personal computer operating 
systems such as MS* -DOS and pos. 
Software support is also enhanced by 
LN01laser printer, LQP02 Letter­
Quality printer, and LA100 dot-matrix 
printer compatibility modes . This 
compatibility broadens the software 
base to include not only Digital, but 
many third-party word processing 
and graphics packages written for 
PDP-ll, VAX, Professional, Rainbow, 
and DEC mate computers. The LN03 
also prints simple graphics (pp to 150 
dots per inch) using sixels which 
enable it to print most images gener­
ated by software supporting this 
protocol. 

Easy Operation and 
Low Maintenance 
The LN03 printer is designed for 
"pushbutton-easy" operation. 
International symbols and handy 
operator cards clearly explain how to 
operate the printer and handle minor 
problems. Status indicators identify 
the need for toner, paper, or other 
scheduled maintenance. The only 
operator control is the online-offline 
switch, located on the front panel for 
easy access. The detachable power 
cord can be plugged in to any wall 
socket. 

The LN03 printer is also built for easy 
maintenance. With the printer self-test 
diagnostics and customer replaceable 
toner and print belt, few service calls 
are needed. And you save money by 
replacing only the components that 
wear out-instead of throwing out the 
good parts with the bad. With a nor­
mal operating cycle of3,500 pages per 
month, the LN03's reliability speaks 
for itself
