If there are exactly 256 flads, the Post-Mortem will print "too
many f£lads", inst@ad of stopping on an 8ip with no indication of what
went wrong.

3. NOTPA and Output Requests

The control word NOTPA will suppress the adaptation and insertion
.of automatic output requests. If such requests appear on a tape, also
containing the work NOTPA an "unassigned flads" conditiom will occur,
All "flads" produced by ocutput requests appear in the conversion post-
mortem with the letter g. '

Since NOTPA is usually used to preserve a larger PA, in a previcusly
independently converted tape, there is no way of placing the output
routines so as not to overstep this PA, as the initial address of the
old PA and output blocks is no longer available, Furthermore, there is
po way to comuect similar output requests in independently converted
tapes.,
